As an active Lincoln Presenter, | have been blessed to know many Civil War reenactors (of all
kinds) and have had no shortage of folks that will come to Wooster to do their quality
programs. | have concentrated on having a variety of speakers, including Union &
Confederate! In May, the last 8 years we have had a Civil War Living History Day with about 85
reenactors (of all kinds) set up their tents (outside) and displays (inside) including musicians
(the 73rd OVI Regiment Band inside in the Conference Room). That day has proved to be
popular. We do not meet in December, June, July, & August.

The Library has a policy of all programs being free and open to the public. However, we may
take donations and folks are very generous. We average about 75 people for each program
who are expecting and receive quality programs! Our presenters always comment on how
attentive our folks are.
